What is Journalism 2?

Anyone who has received a B or higher in CMN 131 or who has previous journalistic experience and instructor permission is a good candidate. The class is for those who enjoy journalistic writing, and who are good at self directed, independent work.

J2 looks good on transcripts for communications majors and students interested in pursing a career in journalism. Journalism students in J2 get more work published in the VOICE which helps to build a journalistic portfolio. Oh, and it’s FUN too.
