
Review


Must be on a topic of LOCAL interest such as a new restaurant, store or band, a local event, or art or theater performance. 


The author’s view must be stated in the opening paragraph.


Should be of something particularly GOOD or BAD or INTERESTING.


Research is necessary to provide background and context.


Summary of the event is needed.


Quotes from patrons, performers and audience members are needed.








Sports


Can be either a game story and sports features (such as season preview or a player profile).


Profiles focus on what makes a player particularly interesting with emphasis on quotes from coaches, other players, and player herself.


Game stories include a hard news lead that includes final score followed by a summary of the game. Unusual events (such as fights, injuries or warnings) must be included. QUOTES from BOTH teams’ players and coaches are needed. 


All stories must be UNBIASED.





Opinion


Must be on a CONTROVERSIAL topic relevant to the readership.


The author’s POSITION must be stated in the opening paragraph and maintained throughout.


The author must use RESEARCH and FACTS to support his or her position, not simply base the opinion on personal experience.


Quotes from others are still needed to provided additional evidence and/or raise potential counter-arguments that are addressed by the author.

Feature


Topic must be one that will still be relevant to readers in a few months or weeks. Examples: 


Focus is on STORY TELLING and human interest.


Article uses a three paragraph anecdotal lead (a short story about someone that represents the key points explained later on) followed by a nut graph, then proceeds with the rest of the inverted pyramid.


Quotes and personal responses are essential.  





Hard News


Topic must be a current situation or timely development that is important to the readers now but won’t be a few months or weeks from now. Examples: MCCC gets new layout for website, new president elected for SGA, water main breaks in library, student gets car jacked.


Emphasis is on FACTS and a hard news lead is used. Storytelling comes from strong reaction quotes.


Uses inverted pyramid structure.
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
