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Goal: To practice identifying the names and parts of a newspaper so that you will remember them and can identify them easily. 

Directions:

1. With your teammates, divide the list of what items need to be founds and assign specific items to each person 

2. Use scissors to cut each item out of your New York Times newspapers

3. After each person has found and cut out his or her items the group will discuss them to be sure everyone is in agreement

4. Neatly and carefully glue or tape all items onto your poster board and label each piece in large, bold letters

5. You may NOT use your notes! If you’re not sure about what something is, discuss it and try to reach a consensus with your team mates. Check with the instructor before gluing down a piece you’re not sure about.
